


II. Application
All applicants will be required to fill out an application accessible through both the

Sustainability Office’s and SGA’s web pages on the Skidmore College website. Only one
application will need to be turned in per group or individual. The deadline for the application is
the Friday before Winter Break, Dec. 20th, 2024, at 11:59 pm EST. The chosen project(s) are
expected to be announced at the end of the break.*
*Any group is subject to be met during the break for follow-up questions and concerns
The application will consist of three general parts:

1. Overview
a. Required information such as members of the group, estimated project duration,

requested budget amount, etc.
2. Short Essay

a. Please write a short essay (no more than 3 pages single-spaced) that explicitly
defines the proposed project.

3. Additional Documentation
a. Provide a timeline of the project, an explicit budget, and other attachments you

feel may be useful for the reviewers to understand your experience and/or project.
In addition, the requirements for applicant(s) are the following:

● Applicant(s) must be in good academic standing with Skidmore College.
● Applicant(s) may work individually or in groups (no more than 3 people).
● Applicant(s) must appoint a faculty or staff advisor to assist with project management

and execution.
● Applicant(s) awarded funding must complete their project within the timeline approved

by the Green Grant Review Committee.*
*If an emergency, transfer, or unavoidable conflict occurs during the execution of the project, please contact one of the Co-Chairs
of the Green Grant Review IMMEDIATELY for assessment

III. The Green Grant Review Committee
The Green Grant Review Committee (GGRC) is comprised of faculty, staff, and student

representation. The committee members were chosen to embody Skidmore College’s
interdisciplinary sustainability approach and efforts. A majority vote within the committee will
determine the final projects chosen for funding. A member of the committee cannot serve as an
applicant or a faculty overseer for a Green Grant proposal; nor can they discuss information
about Green Grant applications or decisions outside of designated meetings. If matters pertaining
to project application or implementation are not covered in this framework, it is at the discretion
of the Green Grant Review Committee for review. Each member of the committee will be
expected to attend 3 meetings throughout the academic school year to discuss:

● Green Grant Applications
● Green Grant Project Selection
● Green Grant Program Evaluation and Development
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opportunity to bring students together who may have similar sustainable initiatives. The Green
Grant Review Committee members will also be encouraged to attend.

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Appendix A
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Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)

What type of projects can the Green Grant support?
A. University of Idaho’s Sustainable Initiatives Fund Project
● Pollinator Garden Revival

○ Amount: $1,600
○ The awarded team revived the existing pollinator garden on campus to attract

native pollinators.
● Hartung Grasses

○ Amount: $2,728
○ The awarded student replaced 12,500 square feet section of lawn grass on-campus

with drought-tolerant grass. New grass requires less mowing and watering and
reduces campus water use and carbon footprint.

● Hydroponics Green Wall
○ Amount: $2,177
○ The awarded team built a hydroponics green wall where they grow fresh herbs

and greens to sell to students on campus.
B. The University of Texas at Austin’s Green Fund
● Compressed Earth Blocks as Passive Removal for Indoor Air Quality

○ Amount: $5,000
○ Awarded to a graduate student in the department of Civil, Architectural and

Environmental Engineering, to conduct research on the potential of using
compressed earth blocks as a building material to regulate indoor air quality.

● Texas Union Planter
○ Amount: $1,580
○ Awarded to the Texas Union for the construction of a vertical garden.

C. University Nebraska-Lincoln’s Green Fund
● Alumin8

○ Amount: $8,936.54
○ The awarded team collects aluminum cans and re-purposes them into permanent

items to be donated to homeless shelters and other services around Lincoln. The
Green Fund Grant allows the project to be campus-wide and offers an easy
understanding for individuals on how the lifespan of items can be increased.

● Bugeater Farms
○ Amount: $4,265
○ The awarded student revitalized the farming production on unproductive farmland

on campus and spent the funding reestablishing seed collection and investing in
new tools.
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
